The impact this will have is that the
majority of our Year 6 pupils will leave
our school being confident in water
and able to swim at least 25m.

This impact will be measured by the
percentage increase in the number of
our current Year 6 cohort, reaching
the national expected standard for
swimming.

Non swimmers will be identified
from Year 2 and will continue
swimming each academic year
until they have met the standard
required. This will be self
sustaining as we aim to ensure
that the vast majority of children
will be able to confidently swim a
range of strokes for 25 metres and
will be able to perform safe-self
rescue in a number of different
water based situations, by the
time they leave Key Stage 1.

In order to make this self
sustaining we will look at the
possibility of sharing transport
with neighbouring schools
attending the same competitions.
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We are working in partnership with our local authority swimming providers to ensure an accurate assessment of our current Year 6 cohort’s swimming
ability. Assessments are currently ongoing so therefore at present we do not have the data required for the percentage of our children who can use a range
of strokes efficiently or the percentage of our children who can perform a safe rescue in different water-based situations. This information will be updated

below as soon as it is made available.
