Crime, ASB figures and Priorities

Through out the month of January 2021

+ We have had 3 reported incidents of
criminal damage.

+  5reported incidents of shop theft, and
other theft

+ 2 reported incidents of burglaries, both
were residential burglaries

+ 13 reported incidents in anti-social
behaviour incidents, some of these are
Covid breaches.

*  There were less recorded crimes in
Skelton East in January 2021 than any
other month in over a year.
